1. Make sure luminaire is not in concrete housing/ground tube before installation.

2. Place the concrete can/ground tube into the prepared area/cavity, this must be level.
If the housing/tube requires bolster, ensure it is supported. Feed power cable through
the gland and tighten. Allow enough excess cable for the connection required to the
fitting, and to allow for the fitting to be removed from its housing.

3. These accessories are designed to be used primarily within concrete. They can be
used in areas with loose / soft substrate but they must only be used within concrete
for load bearing applications. Failure to do so, will cause structural and IP failure. If a
secondary surface is going to be used ensure the concrete is offset by the specified
material thickness.

4. Pour concrete around concrete can/ground sleeve. When pouring ensure as little
material falls into the can as possible.

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REMOVAL

For removal/adjustment please use the tool provided by LightGraphix. NOTE: Contact our sales team for more information.

1.Use /HT-154-G suction cup to remove fitting. Do not insert/use and dissimilar tool around edge of glass for removal as this will damage glass and/or void seal
2. Place the suction cup over the glass surface and lock in place by pulling the leaver into vertical position.
3. Once secured, pull the fitting from its fixing accessory. Apply force vertically to ensure the suction cup does not detach.

When adjusting/rotating the fitting do not use the suction cup to move in situ. Remove the fitting entirely, realign and then place back into its fixing option. NOTE: Rotating the
fitting while still in place may result in a compromised IP seal.
